2. Divide your class into groups. Provide each group with a map of the school. Each group is given
a different route to follow and must mark each place on their route where a child in a wheelchair
would have a problem.

Thegroups then return to the classroom where the teacher has an enlarged form of the map and

their information is recorded on that map. The class now has a good look at this map and a class
discussion is held to discuss the accessibility of the school asla.wh

Examples of questions to stimulate thought and discussion

0 Is our school wheelchair friendly?

0o What can we do about it? How can we help?

o If an adult visitor came to the school would they be able to get to the hall? Library? etc.

0 Have you ever noticed before that there are certain areas in our school that are not
accessible to people in wheelchairs.

If not, describe the
route they would have to take.
People in wheelchairs are exactly like us in lots of ways. If we had a child in a wheelchair in our
class, think of all the things we could do to make him/her feel part of our group e.g. chat normally
to them, include them in our games, invite them to play and invite them to parties



Growing an Accepting Environment

Preparation: Photocopy the pictes.

ACCESSIBILIr¥e it up on the board.

Get some ideas from the learners about what it means.
Definition: Able to be reached or entered.

Teacher puts up the first picture:

The idea is to discuss accessibility by discussing the pictures. Use thetierguto get the
discussion going:

Picturel: Which of the 2 schools is wheelchair friendly?

Picture2: Can a wheelchair be used on an escalator?

Picture3: What makes it difficult for the wheelchair user to access the lift?

Picture4: Have you ever beamto a toilet for people with a disability? What did you notice? Why
does it have to be bigger than normal? Why does it have railings?

Picture5: Why is the person on the right hand side unable to open the cupboard?

Picture6: What is making it easier fortlehild on the right to eat and drink?

Information Sharing

Through careful questioning and discussion try to get this information from the learners:
Who needs a wheelchair?
o People who are injuretegs or spine
0 People with disabilities e.g. cerebral patsymuscular dystrophy
0 Some people use a wheelchair for part of the day and may also use crutches or a walker
o Others are wheelchair bound all day and for the rest of their lives

People who use wheelchairs can shop, work , go to school, play wheelchair sport. However they
need to look for accessible buildings with special ramps.

Encourage the learners to come up with these ideas by inviting them to imagine they are in a
wheelchair and want to go to the shops@ movie or anywhere else their friends are going.( Use
definite examples in your area such as the local shopping centre) What areas may prove to be a
problem?

Preparation: Make the dice.

Playthe dice game:

Have 2 teams. Choose 2 learners to come to the front of the-dlzesg will roll the dice. When it

lands on a word, the children in team 1 decide if it is something that is accessible (or not) for a
wheelchair user. If the answer is corrélsey earn a point for their team. If the word accessibility
comes up, they need to explain what it means. Now team 2 plays. After about 10 turns the teams
swop dice. The team with the most points at the end wins.
